Directions from New Orleans, LA (est. driving time:  1 hour, 6 minutes) 

1. From Canal Street, turn south on Rampart Street, which becomes St. Claude Ave. 

2. Stay on St. Claude Ave. for 3.7 miles 

3. Keep left at the fork, continue to follow LA-46 E for 10 miles 

4. Slight right toward LA-39 S/St. Bernard Park Way for 256 feet 

5. Continue straight onto LA-39 S/St. Bernard Park Way for 6.4 miles 

6. Turn left to stay on LA-39 S for 23.2 miles 

7. Turn right on Perez Road for 0.3 mile 

8. Turn right at Hwy. 15 for 0.9 mile 

9. The Rev. Percy Griffin Community Center will be on the right 

 

 

Directions from Gulfport, MS (est. driving time 2 hours, 4 minutes) 

1. Merge onto 1-10 West to New Orleans for 61.1 miles 

2. Take exit 246A to merge onto I-510 S/LA-47 S toward Chalmette for 3.6 miles 

3. Continue onto LA-47 S/Paris Rd for 5.8 miles 

4. Turn left at LA-46 E for 7.3 miles 

5. Slight right toward LA-39 S/St Bernard Park Way for 256 feet 

6. Continue straight onto LA-39 S/St Bernard Park Way and continue to follow LA-

39 S for 6.4 miles 

7. Turn left to stay on LA-39 S for 23.2 miles 

8. Turn right at Perez Road for 0.3 mile 

9. Turn right at Hwy. 15 for 0.9 mile 

10. The Rev. Percy Griffin Community Center will be on the right
